Fewer than
3 class boats will have a combined start with other classes.

Courses - Windward (Upwind)- Leeward (Downwind)in configuration. Number of legs will
be announced on the water. Estimated time for each race will be no more than 45 minutes.
At least one race will be conducted each evening. Additional races will conducted if time
will allow. No race will start after 1945 (7:45 PM).
